For three days we sent home 
a snapshot of some school based activity which could then be used by you to frame a discussion 
around what your child had done during the day. 
Secondly we will now use your email address to inform you of when your child has been away with-
out an explanation. On most days we will be able to send that information by 10.00am. Obviously we 
would prefer you to let us know about any absences for the day, and we do get overwhelming sup-
port from everyone for this. Parents choose to use Skoolbag, the phone, and a quick chat when they 
are dropping off their child.
